Children use the ever-prevalent pictogram of the 21st century, the emoji, to
create sentences and convey meaning.

Lesson 4

Learning Objective:
Can I use drama as a tool to explore the meaning behind a piece of
artwork?

Success Criteria:

e [ can express how a piece of artwork makes me feel.

e [ can compare events in a piece of artwork to current news and
the ‘Fundamental British Values’.

e [ can use drama to demonstrate my understanding of the
meaning of a piece of artwork.

Pupils explore the human side of the image ‘Gassed’ by John Singer Sargent
and work in groups to re-enact the scene from WW1, positioning themselves
like the soldiers in the piece and taking a photo of the final composition.

Lesson 5

Learning Objective:
Can I develop ideas for 3D work through sketching, drawing and
visualisation in 2D?

Success Criteria:

e [ can use my whole arm to draw big shapes.

e I can describe the importance of 2D drawings in developing
three-dimensional work.

e I can name key features of Magdalene Odundo’s artwork.

Children work in the same way as Kenyan artist Magdalene Odundo - who
plays around with shapes to create ideas for her ceramic pots - using two
different colours of chalk and their whole bodies to make long sweeping arm
movements
